1. Grasp the handle and retract the screen into the casing till the handle base is firmly fastened in the tube lock .

CAUTION:
 When retracting the screen and the handle reaches approximately 1.2 m above the housing, the screen 
may begin to descend due to the pneumatic assist mechanism. Maintain a firm grip on the handle at all 
times and continue guiding it downward until the handle is fully secured by the safety latch. Do not release 
the handle before it is completely locked, as this may result in damage to the screen or operating 
mechanism.

4. Pull up the screen with constant speed and stop at desired position for three minutes so that the screen
can be installed ( Figure 7 - 10 ).

5. Adjust the foot wheel when the ground is not even. To be exact, clockwise rotation raises the foot while
counterclockwise rotation lowers the foot, with limits of five circles or within 8mm ( Figure 11 - 12 ).

Screen Tension Line Adjustment
Hold the bottom bar firmly with your hand, take the limit adjustment key,and align its smaller end with the 
hexagonal hole inside the retractor.
Gently press inward to adjust the tension shaft until it can rotate freely (turn clockwise to tighten, 
counterclockwise to loosen), adjust the tension line to the required tightness, release the pressing force
to let the shaft pop out and reset, completing the adjustment. Grasp the bottom bar securely, insert the smaller 
end of the Limit adjustment key into the hexagonal opening of the bottom bar, and apply gentle pressure to 
engage. Adjust the tension shaft by rotating (clockwise to increase tension, counterclockwise to decrease) until 
it moves freely. Set the desired tension, then release the key to let the shaft reset, finalizing the adjustment.
