When using an RJ45 8P8C connector, pins from left to right are: 
Pin 3 = Stop, Pin 4 = Up, Pin 5 = Down, Pin 8 = Common (see Fig. 17).

For DC trigger control via RJ45 8P8C connector: Pin 6 = DC 12V+, Pin 7 = DC 12V-  (see Fig. 17).
When DC 12V is applied, the screen deploys; when DC 12V is disconnected, the screen retracts.
