For DC trigger control via RJ45 8P8C connector: Pin 6 =DC 12V+, R
Pin 7=DC 12V- (see Fig. 10). T stop

® Electronic Limit Setting (Wireless Remote Control)

Open the back cover of the wireless remote control. Briefly press the “Learn” button on the back of the
remote control (see Fig. 6). The screen will jog up and down once to indicate that setting mode has been
activated.

1. Lower Limit Setting

After entering setting mode, lower the screen to the desired position and press the Stop button. Then press
the Stop and Down buttons simultaneously. The screen will jog up and down once to confirm that the
lower limit has been set. ( Wireless remote: see Fig. 7)

2. Upper Limit Setting

After entering setting mode, raise the screen to the desired position and press the Stop button. Then press
the Stop and Up buttons simultaneously. The screen will jog up and down once to confirm that the upper
limit has been set. ( Wireless remote: see Fig. 8)

Note:
@ The upper electronic limit is factory preset to an optimal position and typically does not require

adjustment.

@ In setting mode, the screen operates in step mode. Short-press the Up or Down button for incremental
movement; press and hold for 3 seconds for continuous movement.
@ If no operation is performed within 30 seconds, the system will automatically exit setting mode.

Concrete Ceiling Installation:

Confirm the installation distance based on the position and height of the ceiling opening, drill vertical
installation holes, insert expansion screws, screw the rod into the expansion screw, and fasten the rod. Cut
the rod to the vertical distance from the installation wall to the ceiling decorative surface:80-90mm.

® Threaded Rod Assembly Instructions: Secure the threaded rod to the mounting plate using two M8 nuts
through the elongated slot.Ensure the rod head does not protrude below the mounting plate surface.
Drill a cotter pin hole at the rod head to prevent loosening and potential safety hazards.Determine the
required rod length based on ceiling height and cut accordingly (refer to diagram).
